


Creating Your Own Mission Statement
Just as we share our school improvement goals with our school community, we want to share our goals for family engagement with them as well.  We want to establish a sense of understanding within our community about what we mean in being a family friendly school.  

****Remember that families can determine the degree to which they feel valued and respected.  Therefore, it is important to tailor you message according to the school’s ability to “walk the walk.” 

 Examples: “Striving to be a Family Friendly School,” “Every Child, Every Teacher, Every Day”

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TIPS ON HOW TO SHARE YOUR MISSION STATEMENT

There can be multiple avenues to promote your school priorities.  If we all agree that family engagement is one of those priorities we need to make sure that the message is communicated to all. 

Consider the following:

· Add a quick line at the bottom or top of your letterhead that includes your mission statement tagline or a family friendly message
· Place the message on a bulletin board close to the front office
· Do you tend to communicate by e-mail?  Add a “signature” line to be included at the bottom of all e-mails, internal and external (ex. A family friendly message or tagline)
· Record a welcome message on the school phone in all appropriate languages. Ex. “We welcome all at      School.”
· Utilize your website to its capacity
· Take every available opportunity to showcase your family friendly initiative to your school community.  Repetition  and consistency are sure to make a message stick
