Introduction:
All Families will gather in the gym for a 15 minute presentation on 1)DIBELS Data Goals, 2)Literacy (Span./Eng. Focus) 3)Big 5 Overview (Phonemic Awareness, Phonics, Fluency, Vocabulary, Comprehension).  Families will be given a golden ticket that they will use to “board” at each of three terminals.
Terminals:

Each family will receive a ticket with the order of the terminals indicated (ex. B,A,C) Families will be divided into three separate groups.  There will be three Terminals (library, Gym, and classrooms).  Families will rotate to each one every 20 minutes (train conductor will blow his whistle over the intercom).  Each station will hole-punch their golden ticket as they “board” your station.
Terminal A (Library):
 Booths will be set up for parents to inquire about the

Terminal B (Gym-)

Terminal C (Classrooms):Big 5 Reading Strategies will be taught by classroom teachers using a bookmark and bilingual book.  In addition, the reading log will be reinforced.
